Nominal paradigms [Pé%-3] gre arranged alphabetically according to the ending letter
of the STEM (the word you’d look up in the dictionary). For example, nominal
STEMS ending in ‘a 3" come first. And those ending in ‘u 3’ come after.

Between PG1-3, if see something like “ T /-ﬁ ”, it means the word can also take
alternative form “ -8 ”. Alternative forms are common in older Sanskrit literature.
